School Ties will be available from the above Pop-Up Shops, or directly from the school office at a cost of £4.50 each.
Ties can be purchased according to the house your child belongs to.
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Appearance

e Pupils are not permitted to wear jewellery to school apart from a maximum of one stud in either or each ear.
No other jewellery is allowed.

e Although pupils are permitted to wear a single plain stud, one per lobe, these must be removed during their
PE lessons. | would therefore suggest if your child is considering having their ears pierced during the
summer holidays that this is done at the very beginning of the holiday. Other forms of body piercings are
not permitted under any circumstances.

o No extreme hair styles and excessive hair ornamentation is permitted.

e Hair should be kept neat and tidy and worn in a style that does not compromise health or safety.

e Hair should not be dyed unnatural hair colours, be shaved off or have colours or patterns/ words cut or
woven into. Should a pupil come to school with an extreme hairstyle, a member of the leadership team will
work with the parents and pupil to come to a decision about a reasonable timescale for alteration, normally
within one week.

e  Pupils should not attend school wearing makeup or coloured nail varnish. This also includes no nail
extensions, acrylic, gel, long and/or pointed nails. If they do so they will asked to remove it.

Equipment
It is essential that all pupils come to school fully equipped and prepared for learning. This means that each pupil,

every day, needs to bring the following equipment:

e School Bag — we ask that these are not excessively large and are ‘locker size’ appropriate.
e A minimum of 2 blue handwriting pens (Berol is recommended)

e Pencil

e Highlighter
e Ruler

e Glue Stick
e Rubber

e Reading Book
e  KS3 Pupils only - Scientific Calculator (recommended model Casio FX-83GT)
e Compass and protractor

Please note, for health and safety reasons, metal water bottles will not be allowed from September.

We sometimes have a few pupils who do not arrive in school with the correct uniform and/or equipment. If a pupil
regularly infringes our uniform policy then sanctions will apply.
