If pupils do plan to attend, it is crucial that payment for their ticket is made by Monday 30th June at the very latest to ensure 

correct numbers are secured for catering purposes.  For those pupils who have purchased a Leavers’ hoodie, these will be 

distributed alongside the Prom ticket. 

 

Leavers’ Assembly  

This main formal awards night is scheduled for Monday 14th July.  The evening will start at 6:00pm and we anticipate it will end at 

approximately 8:00pm. This is where pupils are recognised and celebrated for their hard work and progress across all subject 

areas.
